Naturopathy in Practice

Naturopathy represents the healing power of nature in all its forms. Nature in its original form is an all encompassing, self- regulatory mechanism.   The body possesses the essential wisdom and the innate ability to handle the problems encountered in life, including the ability to maintain optimum health, to heal and overcome disease. 

The Practice of Naturopathy is the provision of guidance, specialist advice and  the use of natural therapeutics so  as  to  assist  the  individual in  achieving  optimum health and the prevention  of  disease.  The  practicing  Naturopath  utilises  skills and experience which are broadly based  and  include among others Homoeopathy, Herbal   Medicine,  Nutritional  Medicine  and Acupuncture. The  Naturopath  in  selecting the  most  appropriate  form  of  therapy, will utilise  established diagnostic  procedures  such as  Kinesiology, Bio- Resonance ,  Classical Case Taking, Dowsing or Electro-acupuncture and indeed other indigenous modalities. 

As we enter the Third Millennium, mankind faces challenges that have not previously arisen in history, resulting from unprecedented growth and change that occurred during the 20th Century.  A vast array of new technologies emerged resulting in increasing levels of environmental radiation.  This in tandem with the introduction of synthetic and chemical compounds in all walks of life resulted in a dramatic effect on the environment.   The pace of change was such that the human organism could not adapt and as a result the immune system was adversely effected.  New Forms of diseases have emerged.  

To combat these problems new solutions, including new medicine’s are required.  In addition to parasites and viruses, we are now exposed to chemicals ranging from pesticides and insecticides in our food to toxins in everything from hair dyes to cosmetics, paints and solvents.  The development of new solutions requires change in the thought process, the conceptual framework and the underlying philosophy of biology. Medicine has always been slow to adopt change.   However, increasingly medical science is beginning to accept that we are encountering finer and finer forms of energy, which conventional medicinal practices are unable to cope with.  When Quantum Theory was first proposed in 1900; skeptics described as daft.  The Evolicity of the century that followed has confirmed the viability and versatility of Quantum Physics, we have entered the era of Quantum Medicine. An early indication of this is the renewed interest in Homoeopathy, an established and key branch of medicine founded on the principles of energy and resonance. 

The Naturopathy Institute is at the forefront of development and teaching of this new branch of healthcare.   It marries traditional health therapies such as Herbalism and Acupuncture with the modern sciences of Bio- feedback and Muscle Testing.   It looks at the individual as a whole person, considers health as integrating mind, body and spirit and places the individual in the context of its natural environment and the universe as a whole.

	Practitioners or students who have completed other courses will be granted exemption on a subject by subject basis depending on the nature and standard of the course completed.  Case Histories from previous courses will be necessary.
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The Learning Cycle

The course is structured in a very practical manner enabling the student who has no previous knowledge of natural therapies to develop and progress without undue pressure.  It consists of a mix of ‘hands on’ practical learning, written case histories, supervised clinical practice, project research and presentations.  Assessments are carried out on a continuous basis with detailed two-way communication between the student and the teacher.  A mentor is available to further assist the student. 

The Naturopathy Institute has a range of faculty members drawn from a wide range of healthcare, educational and managerial disciplines. This combination provides an unrivaled environment and back up service through which the student has the potential to develop their skills in a non competitive yet highly professional learning environment. 

Year I

At the introduction the student is taken through the principles of naturopathy in it’s broadest sense, the environment in which we live, our interaction with the environment and our dependence upon it.  The importance of soil, water, air and their effects on our lives. Energetic medicine techniques will be utilised to assist the student and to enhance their learning skills. 

The first year of the course has a high element of hands on practical training, using for the most part kinesiological techniques.  Kinesiology is the science of movement using the muscles of the body to assess the body’s needs and imbalances.  The early lessons of the course cover the essential requirements of kinesiology to establish electrical, emotional and structural balance as well as nutritional status.

Following that the student is introduced to environmental medicine with specific emphasis on toxicity and allergies.  The degradation of the environment over the past century has brought about the need for new medicines and new approaches to healthcare.  Using kinesiology the student is taught how to identify the impact of everyday toxins on our bodies and how to address the illnesses that result.  This includes environmental factors such as food additives, cosmetic toxins, household items and the effects of exposure to radiation.  Through written case histories the student will build their expertise on how to identify health issues and how to select appropriate solutions.  The objective will be to equip the Practitioner of the future with the knowledge to train clients on how to adapt to and cope with the environment in which they live, foods to choose, foods to avoid and likewise with clothing and other commodities. 

Concluding year one, the student will become aware of the importance of the mind body connection and the role of the subconscious in health and wellbeing.  The important role homoeopathy plays in treatment of illness and maintenance of good health will be a feature.  Homoeopathy, a form of medicine developed in the late 1700’s could be described as the key element in bio-energetic medicine.   Homoeopathy works on the principle of resonance, a medicine that resonates with its intent.  The individual maintains good health through harmonic resonance with the environment. 

Year one will conclude with a supervised practical assessment of skills.   The student will be required to bring their own client to the assessment.

Year II

In the 2nd year the student will build upon their experiences of year one and will add a number of new subjects.  The role of nutrition in the maintenance of good health will be the prominent feature of year two.

Vitamin, mineral and enzymatic therapies will be covered.  The student will be introduced to herbal medicine and the principles of phytotherapy.  Homoeopathy and it’s importance in the treatment of chronic illness will be covered in detail as will it’s history and development.  Using case histories the student will experience the use of those therapies in practice and in conjunction with the client record their results. 

Supported by time spent in clinical practice and mentors input, at this point the student will have built sufficient knowledge and practical experience to confidently attend to clients.

On successful completion of year two the student will be provided with a Certificate in Naturopathy.

Year III

In the third year the student will build their theoretical knowledge and practical experience.  Case taking, clinical diagnosis and differential diagnosis will be covered.  Patient safety, possible drug and other interactions will be covered.  The use of herbs, the importance of their proper administration and the potential toxicity of herbs will also be explained.

Body systems, biochemistry and pH balance will form an important part of year three.  The digestive system, in particular nutrition, digestion and absorption – you are what you eat! 

Hormonal Health and its impact on daily living will be covered in detail.  The student will have an opportunity to learn about other important branches of naturopathy, such as acupuncture, accupressure, dowsing, iridology, reflexology, flower essences, crystal therapy, colonics and hydrotherapy.
The student will continue to complete required case histories during third year and in conjunction with their mentor they can commence appropriate project work towards their Naturopathic Degree.

Year IV 

In the final year the student will bring together all of their experiences in the earlier sections and will consolidate their knowledge through project work and peer presentations.  This will enable the student to develop their personal and group communication skills, which will in, turn assist with their personal development.  All of this will add to their ability to develop a practice into a viable healthcare business.  It will equip the student for the mission on which they started; to provide for the community a health service based upon natural therapies, being a compliment as well as an alternative to existing conventional medical practices.

She then trained in Kinesiology, starting with Touch for Health (TfH), following which she developed her own specialised programme called PRANA, through which she incorporated nutrition and natural medicines with diagnostic procedures.

Angela is an international lecturer and teacher.  She is past president of the California Naturopathy Association and during her time as President, she led the campaign for recognition and registration of Naturopathy in California.  The Naturopathy Bill came into effect on 1st January 2003. 

Guest Lecturers.

In addition to the regular Lecturers the Institute invites guest lecturers on specialised topics associated with or relevant to their course.  This is particularly so for  branches of Energetic Medicine which are more suitable for Post Graduate Study.  

Mentors.

The Institute is fortunate to have the services of a number of experienced Practitioners to act as Mentors to Students and to provide supervised clinical training for students.  At the commencement of the course the student will be assigned a Mentor.  In selecting a mentor for a particular student, geographic location will be given a priority, but the Institute cannot guarantee a Mentor in a students particular home territory.
